Si al momento de ser admitido al estudiante le faltara alguna dosis de Hepatitis, serd
responsable de acudir a un centro de vacunacién para que le administren las dosis en la
fecha que corresponda.

Si el estudiante se matricula en alguno de los programas que estén relacionados al 4rea de la
Salud, Educacion y otros, para los que el Centro de Préctica y/o la Junta Examinadora
pueden requerir un Certificado Negativo de Antecedentes Penales y Certificacion de la Ley
300 del 2 de septiembre de 1999 (Ley de Verificacion de Historial Delictivo de Proveedores
de Servicios de Cuidado de Nifnos y Envejecientes), deberd presentar la certificacion de
ciertas vacunas, y cualquier otro documento o requisito especial que sea requerido antes de
comenzar los cursos de prictica, examen de revdlida o durante los afios de estudio y que
deba completar antes de graduarse de NUC University.

Los programas de Justicia Criminal, Técnico de Farmacia, y Enfermeria requieren tener 18
afilos o mds, para poder realizar la prictica en las agencias cooperadoras. Ademds, otras
agencias cooperadoras de otros programas podran requerir la edad antes mencionada para
poder realizar la prictica.

De tener alguna duda al respecto le recomendamos comunicarse con el Director del
Departamento o Coordinador Académico.

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CERTIFICATION OF SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ACADEMIC
PROGRAMS

e If the student is missing any doses of the hepatitis vaccine at the time of admission, the
student will be responsible for going to a vaccination center, to be given the doses on the
corresponding date.

e For those students enrolling in any of the academic programs which are related to the Health
and Education fields among others, the internships/practicums centers and the Review
Boards may require a negative criminal background record certification and Certification
under Law 300 of September 2, 1999, better known as “Criminal Record Verification Act
of Care Service Providers for the Children and the Elderly of Puerto Rico”. The students
may be required to submit vaccines certifications for specific shots, as well as other official
documents or special requirements to begin the internship, take the licensing exams or during
the years they are studying and before graduating from NUC University.

e For the Criminal Justice, Pharmacy Technician and Nursing programs students must be 18
years of age or older in order to begin their internship/practice at the cooperating agencies.
In addition, other cooperating agencies may also require the age minimum previously
mentioned in order for students to begin their internship.
